91 PRIME CATTLE

Desperately short of cattle today with the lowest number of 
clean cattle for quite some time. A sharp trade throughout but 
with some orders unable to get started. A fair entry of bulls 
penned by 90% of these were Holsteins.  
Three steers sold to average 229p/kg, with heavies to £1312. 
Some good butchers heifers forward sold to 244p/kg, with 
heavy females to £1351.48. 
Hardly any suckler bred bulls forward with the best available 
selling to 203p/kg, with heavy bulls to £1423. Black and whites 
sold well to 173p/kg on three occasions.  
 
ONLY 6 COWS FORWARD  
Half a dozen cows forward saw trade steady but no worse. Non-
assured Lim crosses with meat sold to 116p/kg for 610kg from 
Howard Fish, with Hereford crosses to 113p/kg for 794kg. 
 
ONLY 32 CLEAN CATTLE 
3 Steers sold to ov.av. 207p/kg – 508kg Bazadaise sold to 
229p/kg for a “deserving cause” with Blondes to 200p/kg for 
Mark Jones and to 197p/kg for Shropshire & Jones.  
29 Heifers sold to ov.av. 220p/kg – A similar picture in this 
department with 510kg Limousins selling to 244p/kg for that 
“deserving cause”, closely followed by Richard Parkes who sold 
to 241p/kg and 243p/kg. Tremendous Lim x Blues sold to 
£1351.48 and £1347.84 from Neil Perkins. 
MORE CLEAN CATTLE URGENTLY REQUIRED 
 
59 BULLS SOLD TO OV. AV. 166P/KG 
Blues from Mark Jones sold to 203p/kg for 628kg, with Andrew 
Bryan’s 544kg Simmental selling to 196p/kg. Heavies at 730kg 
sold to 195p/kg from David Preece (£1423.50). 
A large show of largely well-meated Holsteins saw three bulls 
to 173p/kg from Ed & Julie Green, Robert Ball and “Hop-along” 
Rowson. Plenty of demand for well-finished bulls whatever the 
shape.

An uninspiring day in the lamb section with the only salvation 
being trade would be equally as bad or worse elsewhere and 
best lambs sold well, with plenty of butchers keen to purchase 
good shaped sheep.  
A fine entry from Richard Parkes sold to 201p/kg averaging 
195p/kg with 44.5kg at £89, although heavy weights maxed out 
at £90.25 for Charollais from Mrs Rushbrooke.  
A market average of 165p/kg, with far too many lean, under-
finished lambs presented. Light weights to 167p/kg for 36kg 
and hill lambs shy of 160p/kg. 
Heavier lambs at 185p/kg for 48.5kg from Peter Levi, with a 
market average of £80 for 45kg to 52kg. 
More quality lambs could be sold every week with plenty of 
demand despite the current trade for good shapey sheep.
