An improved entry following the “harvest lull” last week saw 

trade brisk with buyers keen for stock and with more heads 

forward, orders were easier to get started, if not complete! 

There were some plainer types here and there but most made 

above expectations.  

A small sprinkling of steers saw a strong Holstein influence with 

the best to 225p/kg or £1318 in the lump. 

Butchers heifers a sharp trade to 246p/kg, with more 

commercial cattle with meat easier sold than recent sales. 

Bulls were a mixed show with lean and belly available regularly. 

Limousins sold to 207p/kg on two occasions with Friesian 

Holsteins to 165p/kg. 

MORE WELL-FINISHED BULLS REQUIRED 
 

ONLY 10 COWS FORWARD and a very mixed bag and were 

missing good fed suckler sorts. Red Herefords and meat 

Holstein steakers sold to 113p/kg, with small plain cows 

depleting averages dramatically. 
 

77 CLEAN CATTLE 

12 steers sold to average 174p/kg – A super 586kg Limousin 

cross from Brian and David Whiteman topped this section to 

225p/kg, with handy-weight Blues to 212p/kg from Ray & 

Marianne Bason. British Blues steers sold to 190p/kg for 662kg 

from Ted Jackson.   

65 heifers sold to av. 216p/kg – Roger Jordin’s run of Limousin 

heifers headed the day at 246p/kg, with others to 240p/kg and 

239p/kg x 2 – the heaviest up to 562kg. Greg & Gary Thomas’ 

Limmie sold to 247p/kg for 514kg, with Mervyn Yates selling 

530kg Lims to 245p/kg. Steve Davies and a “deserving cause” 

both achieved 240p/kg for their shop cattle.

Three super Limousins from the Kirton stable sold to 207p/kg 

(x2) and 206p/kg – the heaviest grassing £1362. 532kg Devons 

from Gordon Kennerley to 204p/kg, with Roy Kinnish and 

neighbour Dave Preece keeping the equilibrium at 200p/kg. 

Black and whites sold to 165p/kg from Ted Jackson at 460kg.
