More ordinary cattle saw an impaired trade which 

will be disguised as our averages do not reflect this, with more 

second quality types penned this morning.  Plenty of very lean 

and/or shapeless steers forward today, with suckler bullocks to 

226p/kg or £1446.60 in the lump.  Handy-weight heifers 

topped at 244p/kg, with heavier females just short of £1300.  

Some very good quality bulls forward saw shapely sucklers to 

222p/kg and black and whites to 171p/kg and a firm trade all 

through.

A tremendous go once again in this department selling 

Limousins to 163p/kg for 632kg (£1030.16).  British Blue cows 

sold to 145p/kg, with meated Friesians to 136p for 728kg.
