With heavy rain promised tomorrow, some farmers stayed in 
the field, thus a smaller number turned out this morning. Trade 
a little firmer all through, with some good types forward. 
Buyers definitely looking for meat and finish once again. 

Low steer numbers saw best shapes selling to 219p/kg or 
£1314 in the lump. More steers could have easily sold.  

Only 50 heifers saw butchers types selling to 253p/kg, with 
many in the 240 pence’s. Heavy heifers sold to £1326. 

The bull trade is being slowly resurrected with heavy bulls 
selling to 197p/kg or £1508 in the lump. Black and white bulls 
sold passed 160p/kg for the first time in a while. 

Only one cow forward sold to 131p/kg for a well-fleshed Blonde 
at 688kg.  
 

60 CLEAN CATTLE 
10 Steers sold to ov.av.188p/kg – Starring Limousin bullocks 
from Mrs B topped this section at 219p/kg at 600kg, with 
Richard Morgan’s 604kg Limmies selling to 212p/kg, with his 
two others to 204p/kg. 
50 Heifers sold to ov.av. 202p/kg – Red Limmies from Sue 
Evans, Curdale, topped the market at 253p/kg and 248p/kg, 
both handy-weights, with Richard Parkes’ normal quality selling 
to 244p/kg for 506kg Limmies. Blondes sold to 240p/kg from 
Brian Watkins. 600kg Limousins sold to £1326 again for that 
“deserving cause”!
