Short of cattle for the customers- consequently a very tidy 

trade although with second quality sorts seeing a fair lift in 

values especially if they had got meat. Heifers averaged less 

than last week but would be dearer dead, with a few more 

bullocks helping fill regular orders. 

Steers sold to a high of 229p/kg and with mainly handy-weights 

penned to £1288.00 in the lump. 

Butchers heifers saw a very sharp trade selling to 249p/kg, with 

heavy heifers also in demand to £1459.60. 

MORE CLEAN CATTLE ARE NEEDED PLEASE 

Nowhere near enough bulls to satisfy regular orders with well-

finished cattle a sharp trade. Sweet shop bulls sold to 228p/kg 

for 540kg, with other Continentals to 220p/kg. Heavy bulls over 

16 months to £1309.44. Holstein bulls were not our best 

sample and sold to an improved trade to 170p/kg. 
 

8 COWS FORWARD – A really sharp trade on meated farm 

assured cows, with Welsh Blacks to 162p/kg and Limousins to 

169p/kg. Non-assured cows met a steadier trade generally. 
 

80 CLEAN CATTLE 

19 steers sold to average 188p/kg – With evidence of more 

grassy sorts and very lean cattle, a very good average can be 

reported, with Charlie Sandells selling Limmies to 229p/kg (x2), 

with other Lims to 219p/kg for a “deserving cause”. 732kg 

Herefords sold to £1286.32 from Phillip Terry.  

61 heifers sold to av. 209p/kg – 488kg Limmies from the Jordin 

brothers topped the day at 249p/kg, with Mrs Edwards selling 

to 247p/kg and 243p/kg. 534kg and 550kg sold to 236p/kg from 

Kev Scott and EJP & MM Thomas & Sons.  Heavier females 712kg 

sold to £1459.60 from John Roberts.
