Trade on heifers and steers held up reasonably today but bull 

trade proved difficult with many more bulls over 600kg 

forward. Clean cattle sold in advance of deadweight quotes for 

the week to average 184p/kg but with bulls only averaging 

150p/kg, the overall average was dragged back to 169p/kg. 

Steers sold to 213p/kg for 648kg Limousins with two others 

above 200p/kg. An improved show of butchers heifers sold to 

238p/kg with five more 230p/kg or above. 

Handy weight bulls saw the best of a tricky trade selling to 

199p/kg for Blonde sucklers. Heavy Continentals generally sold 

between 155p/kg and 169p/kg, with Farm Assurance giving 

advantage.

A decent show meat wise but more numbers were needed to 

fulfil orders. Best Limousin cows sold to 145p/kg for 760kg 

with two other Continentals to 140p/kg. Meat Holsteins sold 

to 104p/kg with belly, with fat Herefords to 112p/kg.

Limousin from Neil Dalton sold to 213p/kg with 568kg Lims to

Limousins from Richard Parkes topped the day at 238p/kg with 

526kg from the Dalton stable to 213p/kg, with the Parkes’ 

Brian Watkins and 

Roger Jordin also reached the 230p/kg barrier. The best cattle
