A great entry of clean cattle saw trade no faster but with best sorts 

in strong demand all through.  Bull numbers were drastically short 

today and regular orders were unable to get going – consequently, 

bull trade was sharp.  Buyers for 50 plus bulls here every week. 
 

Steer quality was more mixed today with top calls of 260p/kg and 

with no heavyweights forward a top price of £1380 in the lump.   
 

Not as many best butchers heifers forward saw headliners of 

279p/kg with two others in the 260 pence bracket.  Heavy females 

sold to £1461 in the lump. 
 

Bulls over 700kg highlighted this department at 218p/kg, with 

£1600 nearly achieved, with a top price of 220p/kg on sucklers.  

Black & Whites were few and far between and sold to 177p/kg. 
 

3 cows forward saw trade a little better with British Blue crosses 

750kg selling to 132p/kg and others to 116p/kg.

Superb handyweights from Andrew Bishop sailed to 260p/kg for 

512kg Limousin.  In second spot Mrs ‘B’s British Blue sold to 

234p/kg for 590kg or £1380.60 in the lump, 518kg black Limousins 

from Roger Jordin sold to 230p/kg in third spot. 
 

88 HEIFERS SOLD TO OV. AV. 211P/KG 

Andrew Bishop cleaned up here also, selling 464kg Limousins to 

279p/kg (£1294.56) with his second best heifer selling to 266p/kg 

for 526kg.  528kg Limmies from Matt Bower took third spot at 

260p/kg for 528kg.  Sue Evans (Curdale) sold her run of Lims to 

259p/kg and 258p/kg, with Richard Parkes selling his run to 

255p/kg for British Blues.  638kg Simmentals from Peter and Simon 

Raybould added up nicely to £1461.02.
