Even the most positive of producers left deflated today. Less 

cattle forward met very lethargic demand, with clean and bulls 

selling to average 164p/kg. It is true we had our share of 

awkward cattle, but this cannot in anyway be an excuse for the 

prices farmers are seeing at the moment. 

Steers sold to 204p/kg or £1269 in the lump. Heavy cattle over 

700kg heavily penalised. 

Butchers heifers, which usually are the shining light, were also 

depreciating with 500kg to 234p/kg; top price of the day. 

Bull trade, whilst definitely not on fire, was similar to last week 

with best sorts to 204p/kg on two occasions or £1219 in the 

lump. Black and whites sold to 146p/kg. 
 

 

14 COWS FORWARD saw an upturn in trade with four buyers

Limousin cross cows sold to 120p/kg for 672kg, with Friesians 

with meat to 108p/kg. 5 year old Hereford steers to 125p/kg 

for lean.
