147 PRIME CATTLE  

A few less clean cattle forward saw trade back to the top once 

again. A definite bite in the trade, with buying for Christmas 

beginning in earnest. More cattle over 250 pence per kilo, with 

only very fat cattle penalised. 

Many more steers were required with numbers barely into 

double figures. There were no real best bullocks and sold to 

208p/kg or £1393.60 in the lump. 

A cracking trade on butchers heifers which topped at 255p/kg 

or £1441 as a whole with all retail customers looking for best 

quality beef.  

Just over 50 bulls met similar returns with no very good types 

forward. Handy-weight suckler bulls sold to 207p/kg with 

heavier Continentals to 205p/kg. Dairy bred bulls sold to 

169p/kg for Jersey crosses with Holsteins to 165p/kg. 
 

7 COWS & 1 STOCK BULL  

A small entry of 7 cows and 1 stock bulls saw trade fair with 

hardly any meat about. Half-meated Welsh Black stock bulls 

sold to 98p/kg for 944kg, with 828kg Friesian cows to the same. 

The remainder of our entry were mainly plain boning cows.

Only 11 steers sold to av. 180p/kg – 670kg and 652kg 

Limousins from John Gore sold to 208p/kg and 209p/kg with 

British Blue crosses to 187p/kg from the Truswells. 540kg 

Herefords sold to 186p/kg from John Cantrill. 596kg Friesian 

steers to 160p/kg from the Truswell stable again. 

82 heifers sold to av. 208p/kg – A tremendous run of Limousins 

from Richard Parkes sold to a market high of 255p/kg to 

average 245p/kg on 14. Roger Jordin sold to 253p/kg and 

250p/kg for his Limmies, with handy-weight 466kg Limousins 

to 251p/kg from Kevin Scott. 598kg Limousins added up well to 

£1441.18 from Roger Cantrill. 672kg Charolais to £1350.72 

from S &B Wood.
