Auctioneer – Mark Burgoyne 07831 192603 

More numbers again as per yesterday but with less quality 

forward especially in the heifers and the steers. Despite the 

disruption caused by various bank holidays coming and going, 

trade was firm albeit no dearer. It must be noted that there 

were several cattle under 400kg and some young cows 

included in our clean averages today. 

Steers sold to 213p/kg for 626kg, with heavies to £1406.  

Butchers heifers thinner on the ground sold to 243p/kg with 

well-finished females seeing strong bidding from start to finish. 

More bulls penned (78) with suckler bulls from spring calving 

herds all coming ready. Best sucklers sold to 225p/kg, with 

meated black and whites selling to the usual sound trade
